or –13.

2.  The Japan CPAC is located at Camp Zama, Japan, about 25 miles south of Tokyo.  

It’s a great opportunity for a stateside employee to learn more about foreign overseas personnel operations including foreign-area benefits and travel and transportation issues.  It’s a learning experience for a CPOC specialist who hasn’t worked  in a CPAC.  Also, headquarters personnel can become reacquainted with operating personnel work.

3.  We welcome all applicants to come and experience the overseas operating environment.  There will be time to explore Japan.  The spring and early summer are beautiful times of the year in Japan, from the Cherry Blossom Season in April to our open-post 4th of July celebration.  Japan is rich in history, and sampling foods from all over the Orient is a favorite pastime of many visitors.

4.  During the period of this assignment, the selectee will live on post.  For this reason, he or she will receive 55 percent of the per diem for this area.
