Army Modern System Program Manager   
The Army Modernization and Functional Automation Division (MFAD) has primary responsibility for program management and oversight of the Army civilian personnel regionalization and systems modernization initiatives.  Ms. Carole Johnson is the designated Army Project Manager (PM) for regionalization/modernization.  

MFAD's project management responsibilities include liaison with the Defense Civilian Personnel Management Service (CPMS), which has proponency for the Defense wide regionalization and systems modernization program.  Within the Army, MFAD coordinates and facilitates the accomplishment of a wide range of functions and actions carried out by specialists and experts in a wide variety of occupational and organizational frameworks, e.g., traditional personnel functions as well as automation, resource management, etc.  While many Army offices have assigned responsibilities, for example, for planning, preparation and  deployment of the modern system, MFAD has overarching responsibility for ensuring that Army modernization efforts are accomplished successfully, on time and within budget.
