Modern DCPDS allows for input of decimal points in dollar amounts.   In order to ensure the correct authorized amount of severance flows to DCPS, the user must input the decimal point in the proper position.  If the cents portion of the input is "00" the cents portion will be eliminated when saved to HR, but will reflect properly in the 500 character interface format.  

DFAS has requested a system change be initiated to edit the decimal placement.  Feasibility of customization will be discussed with the contractor.  

This document will stay in effect until the specific instruction can be added to the DCPDS User's Guide.

Severance pay is authorized in modern DCPDS by inclusion of authorized amount and, if appropriate, weekly amount of severance pay in the creation of the RPA.  Severance Pay Amount is input as dollars and cents for a maximum of 8 characters.  Severance Pay Weekly Amount is also reflected as dollars and cents for a maximum of 6 characters.  When amounts are input without proper placement of a decimal point the amount is written to the payroll 500 character format as whole dollars only, thus reflecting an amount of 33,000 as 330,000 in the payroll system.                                
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
