Subject:  Modern Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS) Vendor Selection

Background:  Efforts to streamline and reengineer human resources management processes within DoD have been based on the regionalization of support functions and the use of automated information systems for processing personnel transactions and capturing management information.  The Air Force Central Design Activity has provided information technology and acquisition management support to this effort under the overall control of the Department of Defense Civilian Personnel Management Service (CPMS).  At this time, interim systems are being replaced by the modern DCPDS, a more efficient and capable system that utilizes the latest COTS technology.  The transition of the program management effort to CPMS and the need to accomplish deployment after Milestone III (March 2000) required that vendor support be obtained for the continued deployment, sustainment, maintenance and operation of the modern system.  The effort to contract for these services has been concluded.

Discussion:  

· After completing the competitive process, Lockheed Martin Federal Systems has been selected as the vendor on a firm fixed-price contract.  (DLA contract representatives have advised that the total cost cannot be released at this time.)

· Lockheed Martin, a Fortune 500 Company, was listed recently as the top Federal contractor by “Government Executive” magazine.

· The General Services Administration currently receives similar support services from this vendor.

· The vendor team consists of Lockheed Martin Engineering Services, Lockheed Martin Enterprise Information Services, Decision Systems Technologies, Inc., and the Oracle Corporation.  The Oracle Corporation partnership is particularly significant given that the primary COTS products used in the modern system are Oracle Human Resource, Resumix, and Oracle Training Application (OTA).

· The contract performance period of 36 months begins October 1, 1999, and runs through September 30, 2002.  The vendor will have a six-month period through Milestone III for system familiarization, deployment preparation, and enhancement development.

· The vendor project management office is located in San Antonio, TX (CPMS functional specialists on this system are located in San Antonio).  The primary data center is in Orlando, FL.  It is supported by data centers located in Owego, NY, and Denver, CO. 

· DLA contracting notified the vendor of its selection on September 29, 1999.
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
